Installation Instructions

ATTENTION: Keep instrument in vacuum-sealed bag until you are
ready to install instrument. If you remove the instrument from the
vacuum-sealed bag and are not ready to install it yet, please run the
instrument every 3 months to ensure proper operation.

Assemble the instrument on a shock-resistant panel so it is not
subject to excessive vibrations. Dimensions of cutout to be made in
instrument panel for installation are shown in Figs. 1.1 and 1.2.

The instrument shall be mounted on the rear of the panel using three
MS35214-31 screws.

CAUTION: Do not install instrument with screws longer than 15.87
mm (5/8”)

Connect the instrument to the aircraft vacuum systems as shown in
fig 3.3. Use connections AND 10064 or equivalent.

The central filter shall be able to remove 95% or 0.3-micron particles.
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
