





standpipe back to the tank, directly outside through a fuselage vent or to a fuselage vent system. If the machine has
a header tank whose top is lower than the wing fuel level, a standpipe can be extended from the top of the tank in
which to mount the probe.

#5 Is an example of a probe installed in a header tank, which is as high as the fuel level in the wings at full.

#6 See #1

**** When using a bendable probe as in #1 and #6, you may wish to slightly bend the probe up then down diag. This
will allow you to read more fuel. As shown on fig. #6
